	IMPACT 
The Androids will help with the delivery of REAL PE which is a new scheme that will be introduced next academic year. The scheme provides videos of a progression of skills within each unit of work. Each stage will be able to be shown on an Android and so if the children self-assess their progress and need further challenge they will be able to clearly see the next level of expectation and move on without always waiting for the teacher. If an activity is difficult, a child will be able to see the stage before and adapt the activity to make it more manageable. Allowing the children to have some control on deciding their level of challenge has been really motivational in the trial lessons that have been taught so far.
The Androids will also allow teachers or children to film each other and play back so they can see more clearly areas for development.
The screen for the KS1 will also help with the delivery of REAL PE. Rather than just explaining activities, the children will be able to see them in action meaning that they will be able to begin much more quickly and have a better understanding of what needs to be achieved. If the Androids are used to film children’s performance or good examples of specific activities they will then be able to be shown on the screen to the whole class.
New flooring was purchased for the outdoor fitness equipment, so that it would be able to be used all year round. During the winter months the grass became very muddy and slippy and so the children could not have access. This will mean that before, during and after school the fitness equipment will always be in use for pupils, staff and parents helping them to improve their levels of fitness and enjoy the physical activity. When we purchased the equipment, we thought this would be especially true for those children who, for a variety of reasons, do not attend sports clubs. It also provides another opportunity for the children to set themselves their own personal challenges. As there is different equipment, the children can attempt to improve their performance and set their own targets for each one. This can be done informally before and after school and during break and lunch times or more formally, when the children are taken out for their ‘daily activity’ time or during lessons. 

After researching the scheme REAL PE for the last two years and having online meetings with the company, it was decided that running it alongside our current scheme of work would provide the best delivery of the curriculum for the children. REAL PE is, first and foremost, a philosophy and approach which aims to transform how we teach PE in order to include, challenge and support EVERY child. It’s about supporting children to develop the physical literacy, emotional and thinking skills’ which underpin not just activity and sport but are transferable life skills that support whole school development. Therefore, teaching the two schemes together means that there will be full coverage of the national curriculum for PE and a clear focus on developing learning behaviours that will have an impact across all subjects. Finally, it supports teachers and other deliverers to make small changes that will have a significant impact on their learners.

A skipping rope was bought for every child in school once we returned to school in September. Due to the Lockdown in the previous academic year, our focus was to encourage children to become fitter, as there were less restrictions in place. The children were asked to complete a skipping questionnaire to assess the impact. An analysis of the results showed that many children were participating in more physical exercise because they were able to use the skipping rope at home. It was also clear that some children were doing the physical activity with members of their family, which was fantastic as they were able to motivate and encourage each other. Part of the questionnaire was also to ask children to suggest challenges for the rest of the school. We selected one of them and filmed a pupil completing it with a message at the end to encourage other to try and beat his score. This was then put onto the school’s website.

When a virtual skipping competition was introduced to the children during the second lockdown, the whole school was well prepared so that every child could take part either at home or in school. JT conducted an online meeting with the children to explain the event and how they could take part. The competition was then carried out using TEAMs and the children recorded their results using the chat function. The results were then collated and Linden won the award for the most amount of children participating at home and the award for the most amount of children participating at school. Therefore, overall Linden collectively achieved the highest number of skips compared to other schools participating in the competition.

In September, when the children returned to school, it was clear that basic skills needed to be practised to help the children to return to their previous standard. Therefore, tennis balls were bought for every child for them to use at home. After several weeks a questionnaire was sent home to determine the impact. The results clearly showed that most children felt that they were more active on a regular basis as they were playing with family members and creating games and challenges.
In September, the children will be having new outdoor equipment to support their physical development in Reception. It will help the children to develop their fine and gross motor skills. The impact will be recorded on next year’s funding and impact form.

	IMPACT
The school has a comprehensive plan as to how the Sport’s premium money will be spent to ensure that improvements are made to the quality of physical education, physical activity and sport we offer and that these improvements are sustainable.

We identified sporting competitions where it was possible to include either the whole of KS2 or the whole school, as they were being held virtually. See section 2 for details

The curriculum map and assessment were discussed to see how it could run alongside a new scheme called REAL PE – for impact see section 3

Staff were asked to complete a PE audit at the beginning of the Autumn Term. The questions helped us to establish what the strengths of the staff were and whether they would be willing to use their skills to run future clubs or support staff with CPD. However, mixed clubs did not run due to Covid. One member of staff though, who was keen to run a dance club supported the children in preparation for a dance competition. It also highlighted where staff would like training or they felt that the teaching of a unit was difficult due to a lack of resources. Due to Covid, training was limited. Therefore, staff will be informed of any training that is appropriate for their needs in the next academic year.

Two members of staff asked to observe JT teaching PE. This has been arranged for the Summer Term. The following week JT will observe the teachers to monitor the impact. The teachers will also complete a post-training questionnaire.

	IMPACT
Observing 

Observing lessons was a real opportunity to see how lessons were planned and structured based on assessment. One lesson delivered REAL PE and through the activities the children were assessed and offered further challenge or support ensuring that greater progress was made. There was a high level of engagement throughout the lesson and the children were clearly motivated to develop the skills being taught. REAL PE is a scheme that will be introduced to the whole school next year. Therefore, it was wonderful to see a teacher who is experienced with the scheme delivering a session and the impact it had on the children’s development.
The second lesson that was observed was based on the current scheme in place. This scheme will run alongside REAL PE and so it was important to see how assessment for learning impacted on the planning and delivery of the lesson. It was clear that areas for development identified during the baseline assessment, was the main focus for the session. A clear sequence of activities were delivered helping the children to make progress with specific skills. 
In both lessons, children were encouraged to make links eg why a certain warm-up activity was being used, how a certain activity linked to a specific sport which helped the children understand the relevance of what they were being asked to do.

The PE coordinator carried out a PE lesson with the NQT’s class. REAL PE was used so that the observer could see a lesson in action before the main training in the Autumn term and how assessment for learning was used to support different groups of learners. The teacher completed an evaluation form and said that they felt more confident with how to differentiate lessons and how to structure the overall session.

Due to playground restrictions, the children found the lunchtime clubs a real benefit and approximately 90% of all children chose to attend. It was an opportunity to play competitive sport in a Covid-safe environment and gave the children a chance to apply the skills taught in lessons. Virtual competitions took place and again this allowed children to practise and develop their skills further. Being part of a different type of competition against other schools was really motivational for the children.

	IMPACT

Virtual 5K: Year 4, 5 and 6 During lunchtime clubs, trials were held and 5 boys and 5 girls were selected from each Year group. This was an opportunity for children who had a love of running to compete virtually against other schools. They worked as a team rather than as individuals, so received a collective time. By looking at the overall times, it allowed children to see the school’s achievement and the progress that they needed to make in order to achieve a higher level.

Virtual Sportshall Athletics: All classes from Yr 5 and 6 were asked to take part in a Virtual Sportshall athletics event. Under usual circumstances, we would have run this event by taking a group of children to compete. However, with this event being made virtual, we were able to host this event in school and as a result we were able to get more children involved and competing in a competition than ever before (Roughly 150 children). This event was such as success, we have now decided to open it up and run it as an Intra-School competition later in the year (See 6 above) this will now mean that every child in KS2 has been involved in the Sportshall Athletics event.
Virtual Dance: 6 girls who attended and viewed last year’s dance competition were again selected to now take part in this year’s event for the first time. Some of the girls made the following comments after participating on a questionnaire…

· “I love to dance, it’s my passion!”, “Dance takes away my stresses” and “It was great to finally do an event which is different to the others”.

Also when being asked about the event being a virtual competition and how they felt about not being able to compete under usual circumstances the girls said they felt it was “better than no competition”, “Using the school stage was great” and “Being filmed and recorded for the school YouTube channel was great!”.

Virtual - Skipping competition

A skipping rope was bought for every child in school once we returned to school in September. Due to the Lockdown in the previous academic year, our focus was to encourage children to become fitter as there were less restrictions in place. The children were asked to complete a skipping questionnaire to assess the impact. Move it March

The aim of the challenge was to have fun whilst taking part in physical activity and to change behaviours towards physical activity especially after lockdown, as some young children had not been active at all. Children had the chance to challenge themselves and others to see how much physical activity that could actually do over the course of a month both in and out of school. All children from Year1 – Yr6 participated which helped to build a stronger connection between home and school and that any and all physical activity helps to contribute to a healthier lifestyle.
Basketball

For the virtual competition the children were required to take part in two challenges. For the dribbling challenge they recorded how many they could do in 60 seconds and for the shooting challenge, they recorded how many successful shots they made in 60 seconds.  During lunchtime clubs KS2 children were invited to practise these basketball skills to build their confidence and develop their skills before the competitions
During the G&T sessions that took place every Friday afternoon, the pupils were taught to be leaders for the competition and how to officiate so that they could help support the running of the competition.

Tri-golf

In 2018 and 2019 Year 6 received Tri-golf coaching during the Spring and Summer term. During the 6 sessions, the PE coordinator, who teaches PE across the school, attended the sessions so that he could devise a golfing programme that could be run across the whole of KS2. During 2019 2020, golf sessions were planned in for the Spring term but unfortunately due to the first Lockdown they were never delivered. Therefore, in this academic year the PE coordinator began to deliver high quality golf sessions, based on the training, to all of KS2. This meant that all of KS2 children could take part in the virtual competitions as they had begun to develop golfing skills. They were required to take part in a variety of challenges as teams and their results were published online. This competition also provided an opportunity for the children to develop their understanding of the ‘Spirit of the games’ values. They were all working towards a shared goal and so were motivated to support and encourage one another.

Online reporting

For the 2017 to 2018 academic year, there is a new condition requiring schools to publish how many pupils within their year 6 cohort are meeting the national curriculum requirement to swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres, use a range of strokes effectively and perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations.
